· SCOUT UNIFORM. Full Class A uniform including neckerchief for Evening meals, campfires and flag lowering ceremonies. 

· Class C T-shirts for other meals and Troop activities.

· Sweater and/or jacket 

· Jeans

· At least five pairs of socks (some Scout socks for use with summer uniform) 

· Towel(2) and washcloth.

· At least five changes of underwear.

· Swimming trunks.

· Pajamas or other comfortable sleeping wear.

· Sleeping bag or several wool blankets.

· Poncho or raincoat - A MUSTI

· Extra pair of shoes (for wet weather) - A MUSTI

· Shoes with a heal if taking Horsemanship Merit Badge

· Knapsack or duffel bag

· Soap, toothbrush, toothpaste, sunscreen lotion, insect repellant (non-aerosol)
· Mess kits including fork, and spoon (Wednesday night all units will camp cook).

· Flashlight with extra batteries (A MUST!).

· Scout Handbook, pencils or pen.

· Mosquito netting - A MUST (CAMPERS will be sleeping in platform canvas tents) - for info on purchasing nets and building frames for them see http://www.bsa507.org/resources/mosquito.doc
· Canteen or water-bottle with waist strap.

· SM approved Folding pocket knife.
